	SECTION I:  JUSTIFICATION FOR PARISH COMPENSATION PROGRAM
HUD has recognized the need to provide housing incentives to encourage housing resettlement consistent with local recovery plans.  For this reason, HUD granted a waiver to 42 U.S.C. 5305 (a) and associated regulations for disaster recovery efforts related to Hurricanes Gustav and Ike to make grant funds available for housing compensation/incentive payments. · establish appropriate compensation amounts, and 

· evaluate outcomes of the program by monitoring a statistically valid sample of program participants within one year of providing a final payment.

A. Briefly describe the Parish Compensation Program and how it relates to disaster recovery efforts resulting from Hurricanes Gustav or Ike (1-2 pages)
B. Discuss the methodology used to determine project need and justify why a compensation 
program rather than a rehabilitation, reconstruction, or buyout program better addresses  parish disaster recovery efforts   (1-2 pages)
