The purposes of The Office of Community Development Disaster Recovery Unit’s (OCD-DRU) First Time Homebuyer Purchase-Rehab Assistance Program (FTHPR) is to provide assistance to eligible first time homebuyers who wish to purchase and rehabilitate a single family or a two family property that has sustained damage from, and are located in the areas, affected by Hurricanes Gustav and Ike, which both made landfall in September 2008.  These disaster recovery funds may only be used to accommodate unmet housing needs and is intended to assist first time homebuyers at 80 percent or less of the Area Median Income (AMI).
