	SECTION I:  JUSTIFICATION FOR A MINOR REPAIR PROGRAM
The types of assistance available under this Gustav/Ike CDBG Parish-Implemented Recovery Program are roof repairs or replacements or other minor repairs. The Minor Repair Program is designed to alleviate immediate threats to the health and safety of low income (80% and below AMI) home owners by providing grants for minor home repairs. Improvements may not bring the entire structure into compliance with codes, however all health and safety threats must be eliminated. If all health and safety threats or roof repairs cannot be completed under this program the property would be deemed infeasible and referred to the Homeowner Rehabilitation Program, if available. For homes built prior to 1978, repairs such as electrical, plumbing and roofing or any other repairs that will not disturb painted surfaces would be exempt from lead-based paint requirements. Properties built after 1978 are exempt from any lead-based paint rules. ANY REPAIRS UNDERTAKEN INVOLVING PAINT DETERIORATION, LOOSE PAINT, VISIBLE SURFACE DUST, PAINT CHIPS, OR ANY REHABILITATION OR REPAIR LARGER THAN THE DE MINIMIS LEVELS WOULD INVOKE THE REQUIREMENTS OF 24 CFR PART 35 (LEAD-BASED PAINT POISONING PREVENTION IN CERTAIN RESIDENTIAL STRUCTURES)
